Arranged 

chronologically by the date of first publication, the 

list begins with Lee Child‘s appreciation of Theseus 

and the Minotaur (which he dates at 1500 B.C.) and 

concludes with a positive analysis of Dan Brown‘s 

record-shattering best-seller, The Da Vinci Code 

(2003). Between these landmarks are such 
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memorable works as my favorite romantic crime 

novel of all time, Wilkie Collins‘ The Woman in 

White (by Douglas Preston), the greatest revenge 

novel, Alexandre Dumas‘ The Count of Monte Cristo 

(by Francine Mathews), and such nostalgic books, 

often best read when young, as The Scarlet 

Pimpernel, King Solomonôs Mines, The War of the 

Worlds and Tarzan of the Apes. More recent books 

include such masterworks as Chinamanôs Chance 

(Ross Thomas), The Butcherôs Boy (Thomas Perry), 

Red Dragon (Thomas Harris), The Charm School 

(Nelson DeMille) and Killing Floor (Lee Child).
